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Amarillo College will soon introduce a new webpage-generator program for its employees to use to create departmental web pages.  

Content Management Systems

Amarillo College has implemented a new software package to create internal webpages.  The institution will be using a new open-source program called phpWebSite to convert all of its current web pages into a more uniform website.  After a year of testing, we have decided that the go-live date for this project is June 1st, 2005.
Training for this new software package started on March 31st.  A training manual was created for the class, and has been undergoing extensive revisions since the first class meeting.

Benefits for the College

By using this new program, AC will be able to make global formatting changes with just a few mouse-clicks instead of making changes to thousands of individual pages.  Uses will be able to update their own material at any time.
